The
bottom line of the presentation was that much of tmeventional wisdom of what drives eco-
nomic growth is simply not correct. Economic inceasivfinancial incentives, a high density of
younger people, flourishing entertainment and arts distmettural advantages like mountains and
oceans are all commonly thought to be highly corrdlati¢h economic growth, but they are not.
The elements that tend to be highly correlated witmemic growth are high graduation rates
(excellent schools), families with children, public $afend excellent public services. Given this
information the recommendation is that we invest inammmunities and focus on basic services
